
 
Some of the things the Midwest 
Historical Detector Club do:  
 
1 – We have a Club Hunt during the 
month of May. Tokens are buried, and 
they are good for prizes when the hunt 
is completed. The Club furnishes the 
drinks {No Alcohol}, meat, and all 
utensils, the members bring a covered 
dish, and a good time is had by all. The 
hunt is conducted at the Omaha Home 
for Boys, or Coopers Farm, {one in the 
same}. A fee is charged for anyone 
digging, others are free.  
 
2 – We have what we call “Harry’s can,” 
where we pass a container around, and 
the members, if they wish, put change in 
it, and every other month we draw for 
the winner. 
 
3 – We have a drawing for a Silver 
Dollar Coin. It costs One Dollar to 
participate. 
 



4 – We have a door prize of a Silver 
Quarter at each meeting. All are 
eligible. 
 
5 – We have Club “T” shirts for sale. 
 
6 – Every year we have a Christmas 
Party. We select a restaurant, and we 
gather there for the party, at member’s 
expense. In doing so, we exchange gifts 
for those who wish to. In order to 
receive a gift you must bring one, and 
state if it is for a male or female. The 
cost not to exceed $10.00. During the 
course of the year well sell tickets at 
the meetings for a $1.00 for the 
Christmas Drawing. The winner gets 75 
o/o and the club 25 o/o. 

 
 
7 – Members are urged to bring in their 
finds for the month, and those that do, 
are eligible to win a Silver Half Dollar 
in a drawing.  
 
8 – At every meeting, we have snacks. 
Two {2} members volunteer to bring 



snacks and a drink of some kind. The 
club furnishes the coffee. 
 
9 – The dues for the membership are 
$20.00 for a family, however small or 
large living under the same roof. $17.00 
for a single membership. This is based on 
a yearly membership. Dues are prorated 
as the year progresses. We meet the 
second Wednesday of the month at 6:30 
P.M. 
 
10 – We have a 50/50 drawing, which is 
part of our buried treasure hunt. The 
hunt start with someone burying the 
token, which is an aluminum token in 
Memorial Park. A clue is given at the 
meeting following the burying, and if 
not found before the next meeting, 
another clue is given, and the 3rd clue 
puts you right on top of the treasure. 
The cost is One Dollar, half of the 
money collected is put into a kitty for 
the person who finds the buried 
treasure, and the other half is won by 
a member that night. The treasure is 
always buried in Memorial Park, and it 
is an aluminum token with MHDC 
stamped into it.
